Florida Journey to Work GIS Web-Site

In order to present transportation – related information to the public, decision makers, and the planning community, an on-line application was created to customize the Census Transportation Planning Package (CTPP) data for the entire state of Florida.  Using data from Part I and II multiple on-line tables and charts of Place level geography were made accessible.   A GIS based mapping function was used to show the commute flows acquired from CTPP Part III.  The interactive website was designed to make the CTPP data understandable to all.
The project team encountered difficulty with the database.  The problems included identifying which tables to include in the on-line application and how to consolidate the database so that the charts, tables, and maps were meaningful. Much effort was put into creating database efficiencies and identifying which data were going to be presented.  Particular focus was given the flow data from the Part III database, which was used to create maps for each Census Designated Place (CDP) in Florida.  It was also a challenge to configure the mapping application and the data to create efficient and meaningful on-line maps.  
Overall, the web application will create an easily accessible on-line tool for the public and transportation planners.  The site creates an understandable picture of the commuting trends for all the communities in Florida.
