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Abstract:

To summarize and analyze carpoolers by origin, destination, job type, and corridor, our most important source of data was the 2000 Census Transportation Planning Package (CTPP).  However, before each of the three parts of the CTPP was available, we had to use the 2000 Census data (the original source for the CTPP).  Then we learned about the Public Use Microdata Sample (PUMS) and Integrated Public Use Microdata Series (IPUMS) as alternate sources for transportation data.  In this paper we are sharing the experience and the significant uses of these two sources of data - when to use the PUMS versus the IPUMS.  This paper also explains the difficulty we experienced employing these two sources of records.  For example, the “Should or shouldn’t” use of 5% sample vs. the 1% sample.  Overall, this paper would provide the pros and cons of the PUMS & IPUMS.
